LINK-AGE is part of the national Aging and Disability Resource Center (ADRC) networkk being funded in part by an historic partnership between the Administration on Aging (AOA) and the �Centers for Medicare and Medicaid�Services (CMS).


CMS and AOA began the LINK-AGE campaign after conducting an extensive nationwide survey of the aged, physically disabled and their families and caregivers and discovering the overwhelming demand from the public was for a streamlining of accessibility into social services. Consumers and caregivers voiced frustrations at having to call sev-eral agencies to find appropriate services or repeat demographic and income infor-mation for several intake personnel.





Indiana was awarded a grant in 2004 to develop LINK-AGE pilot sites in Vincennes and South Bend.





It is the vision of each LINK-AGE center to be visible in the community, be trustworthy in all aspects, to ease the access of long term care supports and social services and be responsive, efficient and effective in providing services to those who seek assistance..
